Some specific 
examples of their innovative 
pollution prevention practices 
include; use of water based stains 
and finishes, use of soybean based 
cleaner/waxer, citrus based thinner, 
and water based glue/contact 
adhesive.

Watson also recycles wood waste, 
steel, cardboard, batteries, paints, 
oil, greases and paper. They 
blanket wrap products to reduce 
packaging, and they sugar blast 
parts instead of sand blasting. 
To prevent and contain spills, 
secondary containers are placed 
under hazardous waste and spill 
absorbent materials are also readily 
available. A written spill plan is 
also posted. Watson also actively 
communicates their environmental 
commitment through display pieces 
in the lobby of the business, factory 
tours, website, company brochures 
and tradeshows.  
All these steps are significant in 
reducing the amount of hazardous 
waste entering the environment.   
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
